In order to be eligible for a prize, the fish specified in the Tag Release Certification Form (which matches the

number contained in the sealed SCA security envelope) must be caught in the manner prescribed by the International

Game Fish Association (“IGFA”) international angling rules. Any variance in this condition must be with express

written consent of SCA prior to the start of the Promotion.

Eligible Species of Fish: Wild Yellow Perch (as recognized by the IGFA) a minimum of 9 inches in length.

Eligible Location: waters of Lake Michigan as per tournament rules.

The minimum surface area of the tournament waters in acres is: 100,000.

Ten fish must each be

tagged and released randomly and evenly across the minimum specified surface area of the tournament waters and

not less than 50 yards from the shore with no tagged fish released closer than one (1) mile from another tagged fish.

SCA will provide Sponsor with one (1) sealed tamper-proof Master envelope containing the winning tag number,

for authenticity purposes only, along with ITS Instructions. All tag numbers will be programmed into SCA’s toll-free

Interactive Telephone System and it is solely the responsibility of the Sponsor to call the ITS and enter any tag

numbers caught during the tournament to verify the prize-winning number. IMPORTANT: In the event of a claim,

Sponsor must return the winning tag and Master Envelope UNOPENED and UNTAMPERED WITH in order for

the prize to be awarded.

A Contest Official and a member of Michigan Fish & Game or law enforcement organization must observe the tag and

release of fish no earlier than five (5) days and no later than two (2) days before the commencement of the

Tournament. The Contest Official must not divulge the type of tag, color, tag number, nor the location of the release to

anyone (including tournament sponsors and directors) other than officers of SCA Promotions. The Contest Official

must complete the Tag & Release Certification Form (Exhibit C) and fax the Form to SCA at 214-860-3448 no later
than 48 hours before the commencement of the event in order for the tag numbers to be programmed into the

Interactive Telephone System (ITS).

Regquisite qualifications for Prize Award:

i. Specified fish must be caught in accordance with all state and federal laws and in the manner otherwise
prescribed herein.

ii. Only those persons officially entered in the Fishing Tournament who comply with the terms and conditions of this
Contract and Sponsor’s official promotion rules are eligible. Winning fish must be caught by an eligible angler.

iii. SCA must receive the original Exhibit B — Winner’s Affidavit and Release for catch submitted for prize
redemption. All information must be complete and all signatures must be present and authentic.

iv. After receipt of completed and signed documentation, SCA or an SCA-designated independent judging
organization may conduct an investigation including, but not limited to, requiring the Sponsor to provide access to
the: Winner, Witness, and Contest Officials who must submit to and pass, in a conclusive manner, a polygraph
examination as a condition precedent to claim consideration, if, in SCA’s sole opinion, such action is warranted.

v. In the event of a claim and within 10 days of the catch, Sponsor must provide SCA with completed and
signed Exhibit B, the winning tag and Master Envelope (unopened) for claim verification.

vi. Potential winning catches must be presented to the tournament director(s), WITH TAG ATTACHED, for claim
verification. No prize will be awarded unless the fish and tag are presented, still attached to each other, and
Claimant and Sponsor have complied with each term and condition of the Contract herein.
